The piano went on show to the public on February 18, Lennon s widow (遗孀)Yoko Ono’s 67th birthday, at the Beatles Story Museum in Liverpool, northern England.

I just want to make this hole bigger so that consumers get what they should have”
The resultas haven’t been so bad so far However, thanks to Hao’s effort ,at Beijing’ s No.8 Subway line people now get a receipt after paying to use the toilet there.
