A record company called Motown ( eventually

 the name of the style, too), located in Detroit, Michigan, began producing hit records by African American groups and solo artists. Some of their most famous artists were Stevie Wonder,

 The Temptations, Diana Ross and the Supremes, Gladys Knight and the Pips, and the Jackson

 Five. Michael Jackson, the youngest of the Jackson Five, went on to become a world-famous

 solo artist. Since the 1960s, there have been many different styles of rock music -punk rock,

 heavy metal, and hip-hop, just to name a few. By the end of the twentieth century, rock music

 was known almost everywhere in the world.

     Hey, Satan ( 撒旦), the governor of New Mexico has a message for you: Get off the

road. Governor Bill Richardson said he wants to renovate one of the most dangerous roads in the

state, which is known by locals as the "Devil' s Highway", "Satan' s Highway" and "High-way to Hell." Richardson wants to change the number of the route officially known as Highway

     Charles Darwin' s famous Theory of Evolution tells us about survival of the fittest. Survival

of the fittest means that strong animals survive and weak animals die out. Today, many people

are worried about endangered species. But isnt it just normal for some animals to die out.*

     The situation today is different from that of the past. In the past, animals died out over a

long period of time. When animals died out in the past, it was usually because of changes in

the weather or other natural causes.

     What is happening today is totally different. We are killing millions of species in a short

time. The result is that we are killing our future, because so many species are being killed in

such a short time that even the fittest can' t survive. In fact, there won' t be enough species to

choose from. Without enough animals and plants, evolution cannot function and nature will get

worse instead of better.

     Many of the species that are disappearing are unknown and few people even know that they

are dying out. These animals and plants have been here long before us and we have no right to

kill them. We may also need these species in the future. We must try to keep the endangered

species alive. If we allow these species to die out, we are in fact becoming endangered our-

selves.
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
