    Looking back on my childhood, I am convinced(使相信) that naturalists are born and not made. Although we were all brought up in the same way, my brothers and sisters soon abandoned(抛弃) their pressed flowers and insects. Unlike them, I had no ear for music and languages. I was not an early reader and I could not do mental arithmetic.

     Before World War I we spent our summer holidays in Hungary. I have only the dim memory of the house we lived in, of my room and my toys. Nor do I recall clearly the large family of grandparents, aunts, uncles and cousins who gathered next door. But I do have a Crystal dear memory of the dogs, the farm animals, the local birds and , above all, the insects. I am a naturalist, not a scientist. I have a strong love of the natural world; and my enthusiasm(热情) has led me into varied investigations (调查). I love discussing my favourite, topics and enjoy burning the midnight oil while reading about other people's observations and discoveries. Then something happens that brings these observations together in my conscious mind. Suddenly you fancy you see the answer to the riddle, because it all seems to fit together. This has resulted in my publishing 300 papers and books, which some might honor with the title of scientific research.

     But curiosity, a keen eye, a good memory and enjoyment of the animal and plant world do not make a scientist; one of the outstanding and essential qualities required is self-discipline(自我训练), a quality I lack. A scientist, up to a point, can be' made. A naturalist is born.. If you can combine the two, you get the best of both worlds.

      MADRID——What is it that makes people happy? Youth, health, a good job, good looks, a flashy car? None of these things, Spanish experts say.

The concept of happiness is coming under increasingly close examination in Spain.

     As the nation rises to the club of the world' s wealthiest countries, people are discovering that material things do not bring happiness.

     "Most people use money as a measure. Of human value," says Jesus Ynfante, author of a book on Spain's 300 biggest fortunes.

     "Expensive products are regarded as the best. The rich are admired Simply for being rich," Ynfante said.

      Yet psychologists warn that happiness cannot be bought. They advise people to look for it in human relations and in the small pleasures of everyday life.

      Many people regard happiness as a moment of ecstatic pleasure(狂喜)——    something that, by definition, cannot last——while others speak of it as peace and acceptance of oneself. Polls(问卷调查) in different countries indicate that between 65 and 85 per cent of the world' s population regard themselves as reasonably happy.

Around 40 per cent. of a person' s happiness is thought to be determined by genetics, while the rest depends on childhood environment and the process of growing up.

      Perhaps the most surprising thing about happiness is that it has little to do with age, health, wealth, or other values thought to be important in Western society.

      For most Spaniards, happiness is linked with feeling close to other people.

      Happy people accept their limitations and set themselves reachable goals., experts say.

      There are lifestyle choices which favour happiness, such as exercise, eating carbohydrates and exposing oneself to sunlight.

      But the main secret of happiness is to take pleasure in small things.

      "If you are given a choice between eternal(永久的)happiness, and a cheese sandwich, take the sandwich," advises musician Julian Hernandez.

      The food we eat seems to have profound effects on our health. Although science has made very large steps in making food more fit to eat, it has, at the same time, made many foods unfit to eat. Some research has shown that perhaps eighty percent of all human illnesses are related to diet and forty percent of cancer is related to the diet as well, especially cancer of the colon(结肠). Different cultures are likely to contract certain illnesses because of the food that is characteristic these cultures. That food is related to illness used to preserve(保持)color in meats, and other food additives(添加剂), caused cancer. Yet, these carcinogenic additives remain in our food, and it becomes more difficult all the time to know which things on the packaging label of processed(加工的)food are helpful or harmful. The additives which we eat are not all so direct. Farmers often give penicillin to beef and poultry and because of this, penicillin has been found in the milk of treated cows. Sometimes similar drugs are given to animals not for medicinal purpose, but for financial reasons. The farmers are simply trying to fatten the animals in order to obtain a higher price on the market. Although the Food and Drug Administration has tried repeatedly to control these procedures, the practices continue.

     After the violent earthquake that shook Los Angeles in 1994, earthquake scientists had good news to report: the damage and the deaths could have been much worse.

     More than 60 people died in this earthquake. By comparison, an earthquake of similar intensity(强度) that shook America in 1988 claimed 25,000 victims.

     Injuries and deaths were relatively less in Los Angeles because the quake occurred at 4:31 a.m. on a holiday, when traffic was light on the city's highways. In addition, changes made to the construction codes in Los Angeles during the last 20 years have strengthened the city's buildings and highways, making them more resistant(抗衡) to quakes.

     In spite of the good news, civil engineers aren't resting on their successes. Pinned to their drawing boards are blueprints(蓝图)for improved quake -resistant buildings. The new designs should offer even greater security to cities where earthquakes often take place.

     In the past, making structures quake - resistant meant firm yet flexible(柔韧的) materials, such as steel and wood, that bend without breaking. Later, people tried to lift .a building off its foundation, and insert rubber and steel between the building and its foundation to reduce the impact(冲击) of ground vibrations(振动). The most recent designs give buildings brains as well as concrete and steel supports. Called smart buildings, the structures respond like living organisms to an earthquake's vibrations. When the ground shakes and the building tips forward, the computer would force the building to change in the opposite direction.

     The new smart structures could be very expensive to build. However, they would save many lives and would be less likely to be damaged during earthquakes.
