        One of the most important goals of education is the achievement of academic( 学术的) excellence not just for a few outstanding children but for everyone. We believe that children possess great potential(潜力). Guided by the right method of learning, every child can make progress.

        Children learn the skills they need most effectively by giving all their attention to practical tasks; concepts and theories can come later, after the child has achieved a complete grasp of the skills. For this reason, Kumon puts an emphasis on mastering a carefully designed series of exercises while observing demanding but realistic standards for speed and exactness.

        We believe that, given the chance and the right method, children will study willingly on their own, especially when they are provided with the means to measure their own progress and are spared from anxiety about keeping up with others.

     Learning is not something that should be limited to certain times of the year. Children gain and keep information most effectively through long-term, uninterrupted study year-round, rather than in short bursts of information that are quickly forgotten. For this reason, Kumon operates year-round, continuing through the summer and holidays, making learning part of a daily task.

     Kumon' s method of learning maths can do more for children than simply help them to improve their grades at school. It also gradually puts in them a strong sense of serf-confidence, the ability to concentrate(集中注意) ,and the desire to learn.

     Protecting the heart, preventing cancer, easing the pain of arthritis ( 关节炎)--the list of Vitamin E's possible benefits keeps getting longer. Now, because of two new studies, some re-searchers say the nutrient is so critical for older people that everyone over 65 should consider taking a daily supplement,

    The latest finding comes from Nutrition and Immunology Respected: Vitamin E improves the immune system(免疫系统) in older people. In an eight-month study of 88 seniors, the scientists found that those taking at least 200 international units of Vitamin E daily had stronger immune responses than those taking little or none.

    The Tufts Research follows a national study that found Vitamin E delays the progression (进程) of Alzheimer' s disease (老年痴呆症). Researchers studied 341 moderately (中等) senile(衰老) patients. Those who often took 2000 IU of Vitamin E took seven months longer to reach an advanced stage of the disease.

     Kumar Chandra, a Vitamin E researcher at Memorial University of Newfoundland, Canada, says more studies are needed to learn who can benefit most and at what dose (剂量) Vitamin E thins the blood, so high doses can cause bleeding in people who also take blood thinning drugs, even aspirin. Individuals with serious conditions should turn to their doctors. But most people over 65, Chandra says, can take up to 200 IU with no side effect and great benefits.

     Road politeness is not only good manners, but good sense too. It takes the most cool-headed and good-tempered of drivers to resist the temptation to take revenge(报复) when subjected to uncivilized behavior. On the other hand, a little politeness goes a long way towards reducing the tensions (紧张感) of motoring. A friendly nod or a wave of acknowledgement in response to an act of politeness helps to create an atmosphere of goodwill and tolerance(宽容) so necessary in modern traffic conditions. But such acknowledgements of politeness are all too rare today. Many drivers nowadays don't even seem able to recognize politeness when they see it.

     However, misplaced politeness can be dangerous. Typical ( 典型的) examples are the driver who brakes ( 刹车) violently to allow a car to come out of a side street at some danger to following traffic, when a few seconds later the road would be clear anyway; or the man who waves a child across a zebra crossing into the path of oncoming vehicles that may be unable to stop in time. The same goes for encouraging old ladies to cross the road wherever and whenever they like to. It always amazes me that the highways are not covered with the dead bodies of these grannies.

    An experienced driver, whose manners are faultless, told me it would help if motorists learnt to move correctly into traffic streams one at a time without causing the total blockages that give rise to bad temper. Unfortunately, modem motorists can't even learn to drive, let alone master the less obvious points of roadsmanship. Years ago the experts warned us that an explosion in car-ownership would demand a lot more give-and-take from all road users. It' s high time for all of us to take this message to heart.
